Hello again, may the Lord bless and keep you.
It’s another call for the two overseas trips I am lining up for this spring.


First Cali, Columbia to work on Samaria Hogar, a complex for the aged.  This project covers a spacious acreage, and will meet diversified needs of the elderly in Cali, Columbia S.A.  There are pictures on the web site @ www.thegraceteam,org of the trip in September, and work is continuing.  I will lead a group there again March 11th-26th, 2006, just 2 months from now.  There are already 10 people expressing interest in this trip.  I will limit the group to 20 because of the logistics, so let me know soon if you are making plans for this spiritual journey.  Our time in September was a very rewarding opportunity to work and share with Christian brothers and sisters in a foreign land.  The cost of the trip will be $475 for the two weeks, and $400 for the single week.  This takes care of your in country expense and $200 spending money.  Your transportation will be your responsibility.  Our air fare from Nashville in September was $671.  I checked today and it was about $800, so I will wait a couple of weeks to see if they come down.

Second is Guatemala.  I am partnering with Wendy Skinner who is a medical nurse missionary at an Orphanage.  She has been blessed to have received donations to build a clinic in the community she serves, about 5000 people with no clinic at the present.  There is more info on her web page:  www.openwindowsgua.org.  There is a schedule for when the work will be done and what skills are needed when on her page.  Please pray that God will call the needed workers, and be open if He calls you.  I am leaving this Saturday (January 14th)  for the first trip along with Tracy Spicer, my dad, Sam Suddarth, Sr., and Allen Horn.  We will join Mike Ward and several Guatemalans to begin the construction.  God’s work goes on in this world let’s join His team and as promised in Malachi 3:10, he will open the windows of heaven and pour out blessings that we won’t have room to receive.
