From the Pastor’s keyboard:
Just a few thoughts:
WELCOMING VISITORS
A West Tennessee pastor wrote a newsletter note in response to often being asked, “How is the best way to greet visitors to our church?”  He says, “A simple rule is, ‘treat them the same way you would if they came to your home, because this is our church home.’”  He continued, “People tell me that they are afraid they might offend someone if they are from the other service and they greet them as a visitor or if they are a longtime member and they act like they have not met.”  To that the pastor responds, “Well, very few people are offended at a well meaning mistake.  If we are honestly trying to be friendly, the vast majority of people will receive it that way.”

He offers 3 suggestions:  (These fit any church situation. Lg)

1. First, treat them (visitors) the same way you would treat a visitor to your home.  Would you let them sit in the living room alone while everyone else visited in the kitchen?  (This pastor says that over the last few weeks he noticed some visitors sitting alone.)  He suggests:  “Why not go over and introduce yourself to them?  And if you are not sure that they are visitors, you can always introduce yourself and ask the person if you have met?  Then chat a few minutes and say something like, ‘It is no fun to sit alone, would you like to sit with my family?’  If they prefer to sit alone, or if they are waiting for someone else, they will decline your offer, but will appreciate your kind gesture of friendship.”

2. Second, if a visitor comes and sits near you, introduce yourself.  But it should not end there.  After you introduce yourself you can also introduce the visitor to other people around you.  That way others can be included in the welcoming.

3. Third, this (number 2 above) means that you need to get to know the people that regularly sit around you so that you can introduce a visitor.  If you don’t know someone next Sunday, turn around and just start talking.  Ask people questions about themselves.  People love it when you are interested in them.
(Maybe this answers some questions that you have had.  And if you have been to a service once before, it is time to begin to take the initiative to get to know people who you do not know.  They may be a little shy. Lg)

NEW BUILDING DEDICATION

When will we dedicate the new building?  We don’t know for sure.  It all depends on completion of the project and approval by the fire marshal.  The last holdup was the fire escape at the rear of the building.  It was built off site and did not fit.  They are working on it.  It should not be long.  Be patient.  Pray for the workers.  

LENTEN LESSONS
The Season of Lent is traditionally a time of spiritual discipline and renewed devotion during the weeks leading up to Holy Week and Easter Sunday.

Some people like to deny themselves something during this time in recognition and remembrance of Jesus denying himself and giving himself a sufficient sacrifice for our sin.  Others undertake special studies.  And others get involved in some special Christian project with fellow Christians or as a private means of discipline and growth.  Whatever we do, the idea is to become more Christ like in our thinking and action.

At Jenkins Church, during Lent 2006, we will continue with our Wednesday night worship services, with contemporary music, meditative prayer time, and lessons (sermons) from lay people.  The lessons will deal with either some aspect of the ministry of Jesus, or His suffering and/or death.  Mr. Pete Mosley will bring the message (lesson) on March 1st.

Holy week services will consist of a Wednesday Night Service on April 12th, Communion on Thursday Night April 13th and a Youth Presentation of the Good Friday experience on Friday April 14th.
