DENOMINATIONAL CENTER

The denominational Center is what Cumberland Presbyterians call their international headquarters.  The Center is located in Memphis, TN., @ 1978 Union Ave., and has been there since 1953.  The decision to relocate the center from the Midtown area of Memphis possibly to a suburb of Memphis was made at the 2005 General Assembly meeting in Franklin, TN.


$3,000,000.00 is needed to add to the sale price of the present property to obtain land and build the building.


The video shown on April 23rd stressed the need for a place for the leaders of our boards of Mission, Finance, Christian Education, and Commission on the Ministry, etc., to work and serve.
